
LWP expands to 
accommodate growth.
A Platform for growth
LWP Property Group has undergone a 

significant restructure in recent months to 
accommodate the company’s extensive 
development portfolio.

Designed to create a platform for growth 
as well as an increased focus on innovation 

and sustainability, the restructure has 
included the creation of new roles as well as 
new appointments.

Heather Awcock has been appointed as 
Group Communications and Sustainability 
Manager. Formerly Marketing Manager for all 

LWP projects, Heather’s new role is part  
of the company’s ongoing commitment to 
going ‘beyond the plan’ in its land 
development projects.

Natalie Chalmers joins LWP as Manager, 
Project Marketing and current UDIA Young 
Professional of the Year, Justine Mountford 
has been promoted to Project Manager for 
Ellenbrook, the most awarded new town 
in Australia.

Jenn Davie has been promoted to Urban 
Design Coordinator, with responsibility for 
ensuring compliance with design guidelines 
across all LWP land developments.

Meanwhile, LWP’s landscaping team has 
been strengthened to ensure a consistent 
approach to the implementation of LWP’s 
eco-logical landscaping program.

Scott Steer has been promoted to 
Landscape Manager for Ellenbrook and 
The Mews at The Vines, while Adam Browne 
has been appointed as Landscape Manager 
for The Glades at Byford and The Walk at 
Aubin Grove.

Project portfolio
LWP currently has 12 active land 

development projects with a future 20,000 
allotments, representing more than $3 billion 
of development. The land portfolio includes a 
226ha, 2,700 lot development at Alkimos, to 
the north of Brighton. Development of this 
LWP land holding is projected to commence 
mid 2008. LWP’s development will feature 
three distinct precincts, each reflecting the 
dominant landscape – beach, dune or bush. 
The design will be intimate, contemporary and 
urban in a bush and beach environment, 
setting it apart from the more suburban 
developments in the northern corridor.

The proposed Alkimos railway station will 
be just 400m to the north of the development 
and the proposed Butler railway station will 
be 600m to the south. Local employment 
opportunities will be available at the Alkimos 
Regional Centre and Brighton District Centre.

“Our Alkimos land holding is located in one 
of the identified development ‘hotspots’ for 
the Perth Metropolitan region,” LWP Property 
Group Project Manager Andrew Harvey said.

“Between 2006 and 2011, the population in 
this area is anticipated to increase by 29,500, 
at an annual rate of 2.2 per cent. This will 
make it the fourth fastest growing sector in 
the Perth Metropolitan region.”

LWP has also recently acquired a significant 
stake in Huntlee, a $1 billion new town in the 

Hunter Valley. Located near Branxton in New 
South Wales, Huntlee will include 7,500 new 
homes and 160ha of employment land.

The Hunter region is the powerhouse of the 
New South Wales economy, according to LWP 
Managing Director Danny Murphy.

“Forecasts predict a need for at least 
115,000 new homes over the next 25 years  
in the Hunter region,” Mr Murphy said. 

“We have observed the Hunter for two 
years and we feel particularly comforted by 
the strength of the economy in both the short 
and the long term.”

Huntlee will be the first new town in the 
Hunter for over 50 years. In addition to a 
significant share of the project, LWP will 
project manage the delivery of Huntlee over 
the next 20 years.
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“From day one of being asked to be 
involved, LWP was very keen to be part of 
Huntlee as it has four key elements to make it 
a success,” Mr Murphy said. 

“Firstly, its scale will allow LWP to unveil its 
special approach to community development. 
Secondly, it is ideally located adjacent to major 
road and rail transport corridors. Thirdly, the 
long term economic and lifestyle fundamentals 
of the Hunter are extremely strong and fourthly, 
it recognises and enhances the environmental 
attributes of the locality.”
